PROGRAM STRUCTURE

You must complete a total of 72 units of courses, with:
e qatleast 12 units and no more than 24 units of Level 1 courses (including ARTS 1007);
e gt least 24 units of Level 3 courses.

CORE COURSE ARTS 1007/0L The Enquiring Mind — all students must complete this course.
SOCIOLOGY You must complete 30 units of Sociology courses, which includes 3 units of Sociology Closed Electives.

You must complete a major, totalling 24 units, in one of the following disciplines:
e  Criminology
e Gender Studies
e International Development
e Politics
Each major consists of courses at level 1, 2 and 3, including a capstone course.

ELECTIVES You must complete 15 units of elective courses.
